Navigating the Lightbox in Internet Explorer 7 and JAWS 7
Without virtual PC turned off.
· Doesn’t work the same as instructions, so directions in box aren’t correct.

· Can’t move items, but can select them and move sequentially through them.

1. First tab takes you to instructions box (probably what you want). Second tab takes you to Dragonfruit graphic, then link. Third tab takes you back to the “This is the Lightbox demo page” text. Curiously, once the virtual cursor has been turned off and then turned back on it seems to toggle between the first image and the information box, by passing the “This is the Lightbox demo page” text.
2. Once you are in the image array, can move between items by using up or down keys. Right and left arrow keys spell the word forward or backward, respectively. The i, k, m, and j keys don’t work to select an image. Focus is not shown visually.

3. Control + arrows do not move items. Control + down arrow will move focus to top of page where the page will begin to be read, instead of moving item. Control + up arrow will read next item. Control + left arrow will read previous item. Control + up arrow will read the page title.
4. Pressing Enter will select and show the item. Users should be alerted that a new window will open. Alt + left arrow returns you to previous page. This needs to be indicated either in the instruction on the front page, the page containing the selected item, or both.

5. Alt + right arrow takes you to the previous selected and shown item.
6. Images need to have descriptive titles (“Small cluster of blackberries”); currently the URL is read (“http://build.fluidproject.org/sakai-imagegallery-tool/fluid-components/images/Blackberry.jpg”). It would be best if the appropriate page title was announced when the image was selected and new page opened.

With Virtual PC turned off.
· Works according to instructions in box.

· HOWEVER, there is no indication in the instructions that you need to turn off the virtual cursor. This is a critical oversight.
1. Turning off Virtual PC (ins + z) allows you to navigate through the images either using i, k, m, or j or the arrow keys. Focus is show by the image being surrounded by grey.
2. Pressing control plus the i, k, m, j keys allows you to move the image. It would be helpful to indicate where the item has been moved. (“The x is now between the kiwi and the kumquat.”). Don’t know if that is possible with IE 7 and JAWS 7.

3. Pressing Enter selects the item, which then appears in a new page. Pressing alt + back arrow returns you to the product array. Focus returns to the object that was selected.

4. Suggestions: 1) indicate that virtual cursor must be turned off for screen readers to work, 2) add description of what lightbox tool does: “This is the Lightbox demo page. User the Lightbox tool to rearrange items on a page”, 3) indicate that a new page will open when an item is selected, 4) that alt + left arrow will return you to the main page from the selected item, and 5) improve page title for each selected items page. If possible: 6) indicate which item precedes and which item follows an item after it has been moved, and 7) add mechanism for sorting items alphabetically (will provide consistent starting point for persons with cognitive issues or who are blind).
